Now, a surprise for you: I asked a question at the end, here. It wasn't just rhetoric, I was awaiting an actual reply, instead of the rather gutless tactic of deleting it. You were the one who decided to re-add me, without even bothering to get in touch with me first to ask me the possibility of even consider befriending you again. Again - care to explain your thought processes for those of us who don't possess the ability to read minds? 

And if my words are "antagonizing" to you - then again, you need to take a look at yourself and ask why you find them so. Everything I've said has had exactly zero rancor in content.
